Project Portfolio Guidelines
1. Each festival entry will include a one-inch (1”) white, three-ring binder with transparent plastic cover pocket on the front cover.  
2. The binder with the highest score will win an award for Most Exemplary Portfolio 

3. Copy of video entry in the required format. 

4. A minimum score of 26 points is required for entry into the film festival.  Your portfolio must meet the minimum standard established by the criteria found in this document as described in the rubrics/scoring sheet. Disqualification will result if minimum standards are not met.

5. Videos will not be accepted into the film festival (Disqualified) if the contents in BOLD (see table of contents and rubrics/scoring sheet) are not included in your portfolio. The bold font items are mandatory with no exceptions.

6. Use of licensed material in your video without permission will result in automatic disqualification. Permission documents are not required if all content has been created by students for the project.
